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The tax man cometh
with a new look

here’s nothing like a
I letter in the mail from
the IRS to send chills
down your spine. Just seeing
that envelope, even if you are
certain you don’t owe a dime,
can cause an otherwise calm
laxpaycr 1O panic.

Recently, the IRS
announced 1t has contracled
with three private
debt-collection agencies to go
after deadbeat US 1axpayers
who owe back [ederal taxes.
This poses a potential
problem for all of us — even
those of us who do not owe a
dime in back taxes. That's
because such a move opens
up all kinds of potennal for
abuse at the hands of scam
arusts posing as collectors
comnussioned by the IRS

Your best defense, whether
you owe or not, 15 to be
knowledgeable about the
program, to know your rights
as a taxpayer and to be keenly
aware how to idently a scam
artisl.

1 The IRS does not
commumcate with taxpayers
through e-maul, and it will no
e-imal taxpayers about debts
tumed over to pnvate
collectors. If you get an e-mail
message that appears to be
from the IRS, do not respond
Disriss 1t as mahicious spam.

2. The IRS will never ask
you for -.tnf' passwords or PIN
numbers that would give the
agency access to your bank or
credit-card accounts. If you
arc asked 10 give this
information, disnuss 1t as
fraudulent.

3. You will know the
contact 1s legiumate when
you get a letter from the IRS
that names the company
handling your debts. Tlus
letter wall also mclude
information advising you of
your nights as a taxpayer. It
